ON THE BOM APP, AS AT 6:00PM ON THURSDAY EVENING BE 36 DEGREES CELSIUS OR ABOVE, ALL MATCHES WILL BE
CANCELLED.

SATURDAY MORNING MATCHES

THE FINAL DECISION ON WHETHER SATURDAY MORNING MATCHES ARE PLAYED WILL BE MADE FOLLOWING THE UPDATED
BOM FORECAST RELEASED ON FRIDAY EVENING AT 6:00PM. SHOULD THE FORECAST TEMPERATURE FOR 12:30PM ON
SATURDAY ON THE BOM APP, AS AT 6:00PM ON FRIDAY EVENING BE 38 DEGREES CELSIUS OR ABOVE, ALL MATCHES WILL BE
CANCELLED.

IF THE FORECAST FALLS BELOW THE THRESHOLD TO CANCEL MATCHES:
